Did you know?

At a recent meeting of my Woman’s group at our
church | learned something interesting about our
Church. Did you know that in the times of the Old
Testament when a King would leave his kingdom
he would give the “keys” of the kingdom to
someone? This act meant something very
important. This giving of the keys was a symbolic
act of transferring the King's authority to the
person he chose to be in charge while he was
away. In Matthew 16:18&19, Jesus says, “And so
| say to you, you are Peter and upon this rock |
will build my Church, and the gates of the
netherworld shall not prevail against it. | will give
you the keys to the kingdom of heaven.” The
apostles knew immediately that Jesus was
appointing Peter (our first Pope) to be in charge of
His Church while he is away.

For over 2000 years this delegating of authority
from Pope to Bishop to Priest to layman has kept
our faith, a faith of obedience. This transferring of
authority trickles its way down to you and me. For
example, on any given Koinonia weekend the Lay
Directors are first given a briefcase containing the
“keys” to directing an upcoming retreat.
